In 1926 Carter G. Woodson, considered the Father of Black
History, began to formulate a period of time for a celebration of
black history and black culture. Woodson’s goal was to make
black history a serious field of study in university. Originally,
the celebration was meant to be a week long and take place in
the 2nd week of February. By the 1960s the idea was accepted
and had extended to the entire month of February, and by 1976,
50 years after the original celebration, President Gerald R. Ford
recognized it for the country’s bicentennial. 

NALA(STEM)’s mission is to promote diversity in the STEM, and part of
that includes revisiting some of the accomplishments of minorities in
STEM (i.e. revisiting Black History).
